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The drop-off sites are open as follows:

April through October:
Wednesday  8:00 a.m.- 3:00 p.m.
Saturday 9:00 a.m.- 5:00 p.m.

November:
Wednesday  8:00 a.m.- 3:00 p.m.
Saturday 9:00 a.m.- 4:00 p.m.

December 26th: sites are open, everyday for several
weeks, for Christmas Tree Drop-Off.

+  All drop-off sites are for Worcester resident use only. Proof of residency is required.

*  No yard waste from commercial sources, such as landscapers, can be accepted.

* Dumping materials other than yard waste is strictly forbidden and is considered illegal dumping and subject
to a minimum fine of $200. Leaving vard waste when the sites are closed is also considered illegal
dumping and subject to the same fines and penalties as above. To report illegal dumping. call
799-8547.

x  Brush must be one inch or less in diameter, tied or bundled in lengths not exceeding three (3) feet, or taken
to the Ballard St. Yard. (See below).

+ Residents may take yard waste to the drop-off sites in bio-degradable paper bags, plastic bags or any other

type of container. Only bio-degradable paper bags can be left at the drop-off site. All other containers
will be given back to the resident.

'BALLARD STREET YARD IS THE ONLY SITE THAT CAN ACCEPT LARGE BRANCHES AND LOOSE
BRUSH.

= The large branch and loose brush drop-off is available during regular drop-off days and times.
= Maximum size of trees or limbs is eight (8) inches in diameter and eight (8) feet in length.

= Loose (untied or unbaled) brush can be dropped off only at this site - however, loads must be
secured and/or covered while transporting loose materials to the drop-off site. We cannot
accept tree stumps.
